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Greetings from the Bishop’s House!

We have a New Indian Saint!

The Mother Church has elevated Mother Theresa of Kolkata to
Sainthood on 4th September 2016. Our beloved Holy Father Pope
Francis has proclaimed Blessed Mother Teresa a Saint.

This is a moment to rejoice that a saint of our times, who bore witness
to Christ and his teachings in her life, now shares the glory divine and
has become for us a great model to imitate, to follow, and pray to.

Mother Theresa said, “By blood, I am Albanian. By citizenship, an
Indian. By faith, I am a Catholic nun. As to my calling, I belong to the
world. As to my heart, I belong entirely to the Heart of Jesus.” Today
we look up to this true disciple of Jesus: she was in the world yet was
not of the world. She served Jesus in the poor, the sick, the
downtrodden, and the destitute. And she always and entirely
belonged to the heart of Jesus.

A brief life sketch of Mother Teresa of Kolkata

Mother Teresa as she is popularly known was born to Nikola and
Drane Bojaxhiu on 26 August 1910 in Skopje, Macedonia. She was
baptized  Gonxha Agnes, and received her First Communion at the
age of five and a half and was confirmed in November 1916. She lost
her father at the age of eight. Her mother played an important role in
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molding her character and vocation. She was much involved in the
vibrant parish community run by the Jesuits and this helped her to
listen to the call of Jesus her master. She dreamed to be a missionary
and at eighteen she joined the Sisters of Loreto in Ireland. She took
the name Sister Mary Teresa after St. Thérèse of Lisieux.

Sr. Teresa came to India in 1929 and made her First Profession in 1931.
She made her Final Profession on 24 May 1937. For her, her profession
meant that she would be the loving spouse of Jesus for all eternity.
She began to be called Mother Teresa after her final profession. She
worked at the Loreto Entally community in Calcutta and taught at St.
Mary’s School for girls. She became the principal of the school in
1944. Her faithful commitment to Jesus and to her religious calling,
was filled with joy, and replete with love for her sisters and protégés,
and was marked by dedicated, organized, and focused hard work.

It was during a train ride from Calcutta to Darjeeling in 1946 Mother
Teresa received her ‘call within a call.’ She was enraptured by the
love of Jesus and took his thirst for souls as her own which propelled
her towards quenching the thirst of Jesus. Jesus wanted her to radiate
his love for souls. His plea to her was “Come, be my light.” He asked
her to form the community of the Missionaries of Charity for the
service of the poorest of the poor. In 1948 Mother Teresa left her
Loreto convent to commit herself completely to the cause of the
poor and the destitute.

Impelled by the love of Jesus, she visited the families dwelling in
the slums of Kolkata. She began cleaning up children with sores, and
caring for persons with leprosy and TB. It was Jesus in the Eucharist
who accompanied her to find and serve Him in ”the unwanted, the
unloved, the uncared for.” Gradually her former students joined her
works of mercy and love.
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The new congregation of the Missionaries of Charity was officially
established in the Archdiocese of Calcutta on 7 October 1950. There
are today about 4500 Missionaries of Charity in 123 countries. These
valiant missionaries serve “the hungry, the naked, the homeless, the
crippled, the blind, the lepers, and all those people who feel
unwanted, unloved, uncared for throughout society, people who have
become a burden to the society and are shunned by everyone.”

After having spent 45 years serving the poor, the sick, the orphaned,
and the dying on the streets of Kolkata, Mother Teresa died at the
age of 87 in Kolkata in 1997.

Even during her lifetime she was recognized for her works of charity
and was given several awards (about 124 major ones) including the
Nobel Peace Prize (1979), The Nehru Prize –”for promotion of
international peace and understanding” (1972), the first Pope John
XXIII Peace Prize (1971), Indian Padmashri Award (1962), and Bharat
Ratna (Jewel of India) (1980).

Today Mother the Church recognizes her virtuous life and presents
her heroic model to be imitated, and her person worthy of veneration
at the altar as Saint.

A Saintly Life that Speaks Volumes

St. John Paul II during her beatification ceremony said that he felt a
personal spiritual relationship with her. He called her a ‘courageous
woman,’ and succinctly termed her an ‘icon of the Good Samaritan’
who, “went everywhere to serve Christ in the poorest of the poor.
Not even conflict and war could stand in her way.”

When we reflect on the words of St. John Paul II spoken during her
beatification we get a brief but clear idea of different dimensions of
being a saint that Mother Teresa was.
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Mother Teresa may very often be misunderstood and her life reduced
to a philanthropic venture of serving some class of relatively poor
people. Her life was not based merely on some human values. She
built her life on Gospel values that included and went beyond human
values and philanthropy. She could see in a child-to-be-aborted the
sign of God’s love and so would ask that the child be brought to her
and that she would love that child.

The Church’s mission is an evangelizing mission and Mother Teresa is
a paragon of the practice of evangelizing mission. Evangelizing
Mission has been frequently and effectively carried out in the Church
through works of charity. Her life was a “total gift to the poor” but “at
the same time steeped in prayer.” Contemplation and action,
evangelization and human promotion went hand in hand.

Her model of total unreserved giving was Jesus himself, who from
the cross pleaded, “I Thirst,” expressing the depth of God’s longing
for human souls. Mother Teresa joined the company of mother Mary
and the few disciples at the foot of the cross of Jesus. It is there she
learnt the depth of self-giving and the urgency of her mission for the
“the salvation and the sanctification of the poorest of the poor.”

Her faith-filled conviction was that in touching the broken bodies of
the poor she was touching the body of Christ. Her servant-discipleship
brought out depth of the meaning of what Jesus said:  ”As you did to
one of the least of these my brethren, you did it to me” (Mt 25: 40).

Mother Teresa was a sign of “God’s love, God’s presence and God’s
compassion.” She could see with God’s eyes the value and dignity of
each and every human being.

It is not that she always felt the snug and comfort of the embrace of
Jesus. God willed that she went through an experience of the ‘dark
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night of the soul,’ and long years of ‘ inner darkness.’ It was a
challenging test of faith, of suffering and pain. This fact of her life
was not made known until her death. She accepted the agonizing
test of being separated from God, and even rejected by Him. But her
spousal love expressed in her unyielding prayer before the Blessed
Sacrament made her victorious. The experience of spiritual rejection
helped her understand and feel close to those whom she served, of
their pain, suffering, and feelings of rejection. Thus we come to learn
of her oft repeated statement: ‘the greatest poverty is to be
unwanted.’

Today and forever the heroic life of Mother Teresa of Kolkata will
remain for all of us a beacon of hope. She is a model for us and she
teaches us how to blend the beauty of being a humble messenger of
the Gospel while being an indefatigable lover of humanity.

Celebrating the Saint in our Diocese

In this Year of Mercy it is apt that we celebrate Mother Teresa who
lived and witnessed to God’s compassion and love. This great saint
acknowledged not only by the Catholic Church but also by the so
called secular world is because she was mercy-incarnate.

Let us as a diocese acknowledge this great gift of God to our Church
and let us celebrate her Sainthood. We are blessed to have our Parish
at Kalluvilai named after this great saint. Let us all gather on October
30th at Kalluvilai for a Thanksgiving Holy Qurbana in the afternoon.
The detailed programme will be announced to you later.

1. Vianney Day Celebrations

Vianney Day Celebrations for the priests of our diocese were held at
our St. Mary’s Minor Seminary, Mukkootukal on August 4th. It was
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heartwarming to see practically all of our fathers who came and
actively participated in the celebrations. I thank Rev. Fr. Justin
Cheruvelil, and other fathers and brothers at the seminary, who took
pains to organize the day and make it very enjoyable. Congrats once
again to the brothers who took the championship not just in volley
ball, but also by creatively organizing the day for the fathers.

The Religious Sangamam was held on 15th August 2016 at Karode.
Most of our priests and religious of our diocese participated in the
Holy Qurbana, Felicitation for the Jubilarians, and the Family Meal
organized at Devasagayam Nalvazhvu Nilayam. The Jubilee mass was
presided over by Very Rev. Fr. Jose Muttathupadam our VG who
celebrates his Silver Jubilee of Ordination.

The Syro-Malabar Assembly on the themes, The Response of the
Church to the Challenges of Today, Simplicity in Life, Witness in Family
and Mission of the Migrants, was held from 25th -28th August 2016 at
Sahrdaya College of Engineering and Technology, Kodakara. There
were 515 delegates in all representing the Syro Malabar diocese in
India and abroad. The representatives included 50 bishops, 175
priests, 70 sisters and 220 persons representing the laity.

 It was very enriching to see the active participation of several lay
people who shared much and openly on the respective themes,
especially on Simplicity of Life and Family Witnessing to Gospel way
of life. The observations and suggestions put forward by various
dioceses during discussions held prior to the synod were also taken
up and discussed. A preliminary draft, of the discussions held and of
the action plans, has been prepared and it awaits the Synodal
approval.

As an Episcopal member and as the member of the organizing
committee I would like to place on record the hard work of the office-
bearers of the Assembly, and all those who arranged and worked for
the success of the Assembly. A special thanks to the management
and staff of the Sahrdaya College of Engineering and Technology who
went out of their way to make the stay of the participants comfortable
and for all the arrangements made towards a fruitful Assembly.

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are grateful to Bishop Mar Pauly Kannukkadan of Irinjalakuda diocese
and to the diocese itself for hosting the event.

Jose Muttathupadam our Vicar
General who coordinated the representatives and their participatory
moments. I thank the participants Rev. Fr. Alex Puthettu, Rev. Sr. Celia
FCC, Mr. Y. John, Vayalinkarai, Mr. Sounder Raj, Muzhucode, and Mrs.
Sneha Latha, Munchirai.

FINAL STATEMENT and RESOLUTIONS OF THE 13th GBM of CCI
at HYDERABAD on 27th to 29th July 2016

INTRODUCTION

The 13th General Body Meeting of the Catholic Council of India was
held at Hyderabad from July 27-29, 2016. The conference was attended
by 167 delegates including 1 Cardinal, 11 Bishops, 28 Priests, 7
Religious and 126 Laity members representing 50 Dioceses of India.
The theme of the conference, “The Response of the Church in India
to the Present Day Challenges” was introduced by His Beatitude,
Baselios Cardinal Cleemis, President, CBCI and President, CCI, who
highlighted the fact that the Catholic Council is the Pastoral Council
of India which is a beautiful blend of the representation of laity,
religious, priests and bishops who come together in the spirit of the
Lord to pool in their experiences, reflections and suggestions on the
vital issues concerning the Church and our country.

HIGHLIGHTS

1. The Final Statement of the Catholic Bishops’ Conference of India
(CBCI) held at St John’s, Bangalore from 2 – 9 March, 2016 was
discussed in depth by the CCI members. Group discussions
comprising of 15 small groups, deliberated upon ten distinct areas
of the Church’s current concerns and gave their valuable
suggestions to the CBCI.

2. The Catholic Council of India accepted and welcomed the Final
Statement of the CBCI. It noted various challenges within the
Church and within the country as mentioned below:
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CHALLENGES WITHIN THE CHURCH

i. Declining family values – tensions and break ups in families,
an increasing number of divorces, abortions and a lack of
understanding of marriage as a sacrament.

ii. Growing materialism, consumerism and addiction to social
media, due to decline of spiritual and moral values.

iii. Growing indifference and lack of commitment to the Christian
vocation.

iv. Insensitivity regarding gender, caste, language, creed, status
and region.

v. Lack of commitment to Ecumenical unity

vi. Excessive preoccupation with institutionalization.

vii. Insufficient zeal and fear of proclaiming Christ as unique
Saviour.

viii.Large scale migration of families affecting community life.

ix. Need for greater collaboration between priests and laity.

x. Discrimination of Dalits

CHALLENGES WITHIN THE COUNTRY

i. Large scale poverty and growing gap between the rich and the
poor

ii. Corruption, illiteracy, child labour, increasing unemployment,
growing addiction to alcohol and drugs.

iii. Atheistic Secularism (and practical atheism)

iv. Narrow unitary cultural Nationalism

v. Sensationalism and dictatorship of a section of the media.
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vi. Systematic concerted effort to manipulate the education
system

vii. Opposition to the fundamental human right of every person
to convert.

viii.Widespread intolerance, religious fanaticism and
fundamentalism, attacks and atrocities against intellectuals,
social activists, religious personnel and institutions.

ix. Violation of Fundamental Rights enshrined in the Constitution,
esp. minority rights

x. Growing criminalization and terrorism.

xi. Denial of SC status to Christian Dalits.

xii. Discrimination of Tribals

3. The areas of concern were: i) Family Life Today ii) Renewal of
Consecrated Life iii) The Lay Faithful and the Mission of the
Church iv) The Marginalized and weaker sections within the
Christian Community v) Youth Apostolate vi) Ecumenism vii)
Inter-religious Dialogue viii) The Education Apostolate ix) Care
of the Earth, our Common Home and x) A new way of being
Church.

RECOMMENDATIONS

i) Family Life

Pope Francis in Amoris Laetitia stated “With inner joy and deep
comfort, the Church looks to the families who remain faith-ful to
the teachings of the Gospel, encouraging them and thanking them
for the testimony they offer. For they bear witness, in a credible
way, to the beauty of marriage as indissoluble and per-petually
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faithful. Within the family ‘which could be called a domestic church’
(Lumen Gentium, 11), individuals enter upon an ecclesial experience
of communion among persons, which reflects, through grace, the
mystery of the Holy Trinity”.

Recommendations

a. To dedicate Holy Masses for the intentions of the families and
their needs.

b. To form family cells at the parish level to look after family
concerns.

c. Family essential social needs such as shelters, renovations,
toilets, to be identified by Parish Priests, Parish Pastoral
Councils and SCC animators.

d. To establish family counseling centers to constantly accompany
families.

e. To encourage Marriage Enrichment Programmes and
Counselling for young married couples.

ii) Renewal of Consecrated Persons

Pope Francis stated: “Our founders and foundresses shared in Jesus’
own compassion when he saw the crowds who were like sheep
without a shepherd. Like Jesus, who compassionately spoke his
gracious word, healed the sick, gave bread to the hungry and offered
his own life in sacrifice, so our founders and foundresses sought in
different ways to be the service of all those to whom the Spirit sent
them. They did so by their prayers of intercession, their preaching of
the Gospel, their works of catechesis, education, their service to the
poor and the infirm… The creativity of charity is boundless; it is able
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to find countless new ways of bringing the newness of the Gospel to
every culture and every corner of society” (Apostolic Letter of His
Holiness Pope Francis to all consecrated people on the occasion of
the year of consecrated life, No. 2).

Recommendations

a. To promote vocations in the family, parish and society.

b. Religious to be helped to be detached from their families
and their own people.

c. In religious life there should be less institutionalization
emphasized and the Charismatic dimension to be promoted.

iii) The Lay Faithful and the Mission of the Church

Christifidelis Laici no. 27 states that “the lay faithful should accustom
themselves to working in the parish in close union with their priests,
bringing to the Church community their own and the world’s problems
as well as questions concerning human salvation, all of which need
to be examined together and solved through general discussion. As
far as possible the lay faithful ought to collaborate in every apostolic
and missionary undertaking sponsored by their own ecclesial family”.

Recommendations

a. Encouraging the laity to involve themselves in the Church
and temporal order, through the Small Christian
Communities (SCC’s) and promoting lay participation in the
life and mission of the Church.

b. Undertaking faith formation and professional training
programmes for the laity.
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c. Encouraging the laity to take up important leadership
positions in Civil Services, Entrepreneurship in business and
in the judiciary.

d. Empowering the laity on the regional and national levels.

e. Recognizing the dignity of labour by providing just wages
and social security.

f. Helping and encouraging lay faithful by providing them with
scholarships, mentoring and facilities.

g. Formation of seminarians to include the importance of the
role of the laity in the Church.

iv) The Marginalized and weaker sections within the Christian
Community (viz. The Dalits, Tribals, Differently abled and Women)

The Church commits herself to the liberation of the weaker sections,
like tribals, women and dalits. She wants to reach out more to the
unorganized groups like fisher-flock, farmers, migrants, domestic
workers, victims of trafficking, through advocacy and networking with
NGO’s and other like-minded groups and individuals, dedicated to
the cause of the poor.

Recommendations

a. We need to pursue with the Government that Christians
Dalits be treated on par with the Hindu Dalits.

b. To seek various measures to eradicate discrimination of
Dalits within the Church in various aspects of their lives.

c. To adequately respond to any form of atrocities against
Christian Dalits.

d. Strengthening advocacy of the rights of Tribals.
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e. Contributory Pension Fund for unorganized workers through
Government schemes. Government has brought an Act called
Pension Fund Regulation Development Authority for the
social security of the unorganized workers who does not
come under the purview of any other labour legislation of
the Country. This is a contributory pension fund where the
employee needs to deposit a share and the Government
also will offer a corresponding amount. When the employee
reaches 60 years he/she will be given minimum of pension
Rs. 1000 monthly. The CBCI office for Labour has offered to
be a facilitator to create awareness about the scheme and
provide assistance for the workers to enroll in the above
scheme. There is also a need to link the workers to Banks in
order that they avail of pension through bank accounts.

f. If any woman, irrespective of religion, in any region or
particular area is abused, harassed, raped or whenever the
dignity of women is not respected, intervention at the local
level is to be made.

g. Considering the increasing violence against women, there
is urgency to spread awareness as well as implement the
CBCI Gender Policy at the Diocesan and Parish level.

h. There is a need for adequate representation of women in
Church organizations at the diocesan and parish levels.

v) Youth Apostolate

St. John Paul II urged the youth in the following words: Jesus dwells
especially in your parishes, in the communities in which you live, in
the associations and ecclesial movements to which you belong, as
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well as in many contemporary forms of grouping and apostolate at
the service of the new evangelization. This rich variety of charisms is
a benefit for the whole Church, and an encouragement for every
believer to place his or her capacities at the service of the one Lord,
fount of salvation for all humankind (XII World Day of Youth Message,
no. 5).

Recommendations

a. Promoting young talent for leadership roles in the Church
and society, particularly in political life and civil service.

b. Promote Youth Apostolate and encourage faith formation
for our youth.

c. Establishing Civil Service and Public Service Commissions
Training Centres with support from the Church.

d. Promoting entrepreneurship among the youth.

vi) Ecumenism

The Second Vatican Council clearly urged Catholics to reach out in
love to all other Christians with a charity that desires and works
actively to overcome in truth whatever divides them from one
another. For the Council, Catholics are to act in hope and in prayer to
promote Christian unity. Therefore, the need of the hour is to take
initiatives to foster better cooperation among Christians through
dialogue and common ecumenical services.

Recommendations

a. To organize programmes for training priests, religious, laity
and seminarians in Ecumenism.
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b. To start various Ecumenical activities at the parish and
diocese level. e.g. prayer meetings, Christmas celebrations,
fellowship meetings

c. To celebrate the Ecumenical Christian Unity week in a
creative way every year.

d. To create Ecumenical Bodies at the Regional and National
Levels

e. To collaborate and work together in areas of social concern
such as minority rights, educational issues and
environmental issues.

vii) Inter-religious Dialogue

Inter-religious dialogue is the need of the hour. On 28 October 2015,
Pope Francis on the occasion of the 50th Anniversary of the
Promulgation of the Conciliar Declaration Nostra Aetate stated that
“The dialogue that we need cannot but be open and respectful, and
thus prove fruitful. Mutual respect is the condition and, at the same
time, the aim of interreligious dialogue: respecting others’ right to
life, to physical integrity, to fundamental freedoms, namely freedom
of conscience, of thought, of expression and of religion… it is
necessary to look to the positive values that religions live and
propound, and that are sources of hope. It is a matter of raising our
gaze in order to go further. Dialogue based on confident respect can
bring seeds of good that in their turn may bud into friendship and
cooperation in many fields, especially in service to the poor, to the
least, to the elderly, through welcoming migrants, and attention to
those who are excluded”. 
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Recommendations

a. To promote inter-religious dialogue in our schools, colleges
and other institutions.

b. To facilitate the study of other religions in order to
understand and collaborate with people of other religions

c. To reach out and collaborate with people of all religions in
various social initiatives and in social service institutions
(such as homes for the aged, palliative care centres, HIV/
AIDS centres and HCV people)

viii) The Education Apostolate

Vatican II has stated that “true education aims at the formation of
the human person in the pursuit of his ultimate end and of the
good of the society of which he is a member”.

Recommendations

a. To encourage the 5 C’s mentioned in the All India Catholic
Education Policy (AICEP) 2007, namely, Character,
Compassion, Competence, Commitment and Conscience.

b. To educate our children, youth and adults in a way that
motivates them to work for the good of society.

c. To ensure that every catholic child will be able to attend
school.

d. To conduct Value Education programmes and various
leadership and personality development programmes in our
institutions.

e. To promote Faith Formation programmes for our Christian
students.

f. To impress on the Government the harmful aspects of the
New Education Policy (NEP) 2016.
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ix) Care of the Earth, Our Common Home

Pope Francis in Laudato Si no. 95 emphatically remarked that “the
natural environment is a collective good, the patrimony of all
humanity and the responsibility of everyone. If we make something
our own, it is only to administer it for the good of all. If we do not,
we burden our consciences with the weight of having denied the
existence of others”. He added that “by developing our individual,
God-given capacities, an ecological conversion can inspire us to
greater creativity and enthusiasm in resolving the world’s problems
and in offering ourselves to God “as a living sacrifice, holy and
acceptable” (Rom 12:1) (Laudato Si, no. 220).

Recommendations

a. Every diocese and every parish is to draw up an Environment
(Green) Policy.

b. To make our intuitions and homes plastic free.

c. To promote rain water harvesting, planting of saplings, use
of solar energy and bio gas plants.

d. To encourage an ecological conversion of heart.

x) A New Way of being Church

Both Blessed Mother Teresa and Pope Francis are exemplary models
for us. Mother Teresa changed her routine way of living and made a
radical decision for living her religious / consecrated life in a
thoroughly new way. So also, the lifestyle of Pope Francis inspires us
to be authentic in our Christian vocation, by freeing ourselves of
traditional structures, institutionalisation and to break new ground,
shedding the comforts and privileges of office and status, embodying
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the gracious mercifulness and love of Christ and bringing the joy of
the Gospel to one and all.

Recommendations

a. To promote transparency and financial accountability in all
our institutions.

b. To encourage adopting a simple lifestyle, following the
example of the Good Shepherd.

RESOLUTIONS

a. To undertake an in depth study of the Third Gender and the
Transgender Issue and to discuss in particular our duties and
obligations to the third genders and transgender

b. Each diocese to publish in its newsletter as to the good work
it is doing for the underprivileged sections of society.

c. To study the possibility of having a training centre for our
youth and young adults in New Delhi or elsewhere in order
to prepare them for the Civil Service and Public Service
Commissions Exams.

d. Serious reflection and action plan is to be made to seek ways
of conscientizing our people on the negative effects of the
Uniform Civil Code as well as initiatives that have an adverse
effect on the Catholic Church.

e. The CCI has asked the CBCI to form a think tank of resource
persons to help them in their deliberations and actions,
specifically with regard to the Uniform Civil Code and other
legal issues that can affect our faithful.
