1. Meeting of the Diocesan Presbyterium:

Monthly recollection of priests and the meeting of the Diocesan Presbyterium
was held on Thursday, 16 January 2025 at Bodhana pastoral Centre. Bishop
Joseph Arumachadath presided over the meeting that was begun with a
prayer led by Fr. Justine Thayyil O.Pream. The chancellor of the diocese
Fr. Tino Vellaramkalayil welcomed everyone to the meeting and presented
the report of the previous meeting which was approved by the gathering.

Bishop Joseph then made the introductory remarks, briefed the meeting
about the instructions of the recently concluded Synod of the Syro-Malabar
Bishops and introduced the agenda of the meeting. The main points of his
briefing were: the need to implement the Pastoral Instruction of the Major
Archbishop after the Major Archiepiscopal Assembly named “Empowerment
through Renewal”; the need for Family Visits in the parishes by the parish
priests; need to organize Parish Home Missions; and the requirement for
priests to participate in the Young Priests Renewal Program organized by
the Syro-Malabar Commission for Clergy at Mount St. Thomas.

The meeting then discussed the ways and means to implement the Pastoral
Instruction “Empowerment through Renewal” together with the KRCBC
Pastoral Plan in our diocese. Fr. Abraham Areeparambil was nominated as
the coordinator for the implementation of the Pastoral Program. The meeting
also discussed and emphasized the need for increased family pastoral visits
by the parish priests and also encouraged to organize Parish Home Missions
in our parishes especially during the forthcoming Lenten Season.

The study of the Vatican II documents, especially that of the 4 Constitutions
in our BEC meetings as part of the Jubilee 2025 was discussed and a
committee consisting of Frs. Lindo Pullattu, Sanu Elampurayidathi and
Vipin Kumbalamthanam was formed to provide points for discussion in
the BECs basing on these documents. It was informed that a Prayer Book
for the use in our BEC meetings is getting ready.
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The meeting was informed of the following: 1) The works of the Palliative
Care Centre at Umblebylu is nearing completion and it will be inaugurated
on 26 February 2025. 2) The Lenten retreat of KRCBC Bishops this year
will be held at our Pastoral Centre Bodhana from 24 to 28 March. 3) The
Church Unity Octave should be observed meaningfully in all our parishes and
wherever possible, ecumenical prayer services should be organized involving
the Christian faithful from other denominations. 4) The winners of the first
three places of the ‘Biblia Bible Quiz’ in the Year of the Word of God - 2025
will be awarded Rs. 30,000/-, Rs. 20,000/~ and Rs. 10,000/- respectively. S)
The next Recollection of priests, meeting of the Presbyterium and Chrism
Mass will be conducted on 15 April 2025. The meeting was concluded by
7.45 p.m. with a vote of thanks proposed by Rev. Fr. Jose Pottampuzha.

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MALNAD SOCIAL SERVICE SOCIETY (MSSS) &

ANUGRAHA SOCIAL WELFARE SOCIETY (ASWS)
Greetings of joy from the Social Face of the Diocese of Bhadravathi!

As you are all aware, the Malnad Social Service Society and the Anugraha
Social Welfare Society are the two social service wings of the Diocese
of Bhadravathi that work together to ensure the welfare of the poor and
oppressed members of society via their different programs. MSSS serves
the poor in general, as well as the ill, children, and women. As usual the
regular monthly staff meetings were organized: for January on 6th Feb and
for February on 4th Mar. We utilize these meetings as occasions to evaluate
the activities and to draw remedial procedure for better output.

During the January staff meeting, a joyful Christmas celebration was held,
bringing warmth and festive spirit to the gathering. The celebration included
a delightful cake-cutting ceremony, where staff members came together to
share the joy of the season. Gifts were distributed, adding excitement and
happiness to the occasion. Additionally, monthly birthday celebrations took
place during the meeting, recognizing and honoring staff members whose
birthdays fell within that month. This thoughtful initiative fostered a sense
of friendship, appreciation, and togetherness among the team, making the
meeting not just a professional gathering but also a moment of celebration

and bonding.
The other programs held during the last two months are as follows:

1. Women Empowerment Program (WEP)

MSSS, in collaboration with the Karnataka Regional Organization for Social
Service, has organized the Women Empowerment Programme for the benefit
of women in and around Shimoga district for the past 20 years. We are
currently in the fifth phase of this program, and the actions completed over
the last two months are listed below:

The Women Empowerment Program (WEP) operates in five key areas:
Umblebylu, Shimoga, Holehonnur, Anavatty, and Arahatholalu. Regular
Self-Help Group (SHG) and Mahasanga meetings continue as part of the
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initiative, fostering collaboration and empowerment among women. The
program coordinator actively visits each district and Mahasanga to ensure
smooth operations and address community needs. Additionally, field visits
are conducted by the coordinator to oversee ongoing activities, while five
dedicated animators carry out daily tasks and engagement programs. Besides
the core project activities, WEP also organizes various related initiatives in
all operational areas to enhance community participation and development.

A gender equity Training Program was successfully conducted at the MSSS
office as part of the Women Empowerment Program on January 27th. The
session was led by Sr. Nancy (State Coordinator — WEP), who provided
valuable insights on gender equality, women’s rights, and empowerment
strategies. Following the program, Sr. Nancy conducted a WEP Monitoring
Visit on January 28th and 29th to assess the program’s impact, interact with
participants and ensure its effective implementation.

2. Tent tuition program

This program is designed for the children of nomadic people living in tent
colonies at Srirampura, Bommanakatte, N.R. Pura, and MRS. Aside from
the two hours of tuition classes, it concentrates on extracurricular activities
such as games, sports, general knowledge, and cultural events. Weekly
awareness programs are organized. Parents’ meetings were held in these
colonies to raise awareness about the necessity of legal documents and a
clean environment. They were inspired to plant various helpful plants around
their tents and decided to take the initiative in creating legal documents
to take advantage of government schemes. Drawing competitions, games,
and sports were held, with prizes awarded to the winners. We also handed
out study materials to these children. The tuition classes have clearly had
a favorable impact on these students.

New Year celebrations were happily held at each tuition center during the
ongoing classes, bringing students and teachers together in a lively and
festive setting. The event included engaging activities, games, and interactive
sessions, creating a joyful atmosphere. It encouraged unity, inspiration, and
excitement among students for the upcoming year.
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With great enthusiasm and joy, the Malnad Social Service Society (MSSS)
office hosted a vibrant Christmas celebration for children on January 2§,
202S. The event featured lively dance performances, engaging activities, and
a festive atmosphere, filling the day with excitement. A highlight was the
traditional cake-cutting ceremony, adding sweetness to the occasion. Children
were delighted to receive beautifully wrapped gifts, making the celebration
even more memorable. Their happiness and enthusiasm were evident as they
enjoyed every moment. The event fostered a sense of togetherness, spreading
joy and reinforcing the spirit of sharing. It was a heartwarming occasion that
created cherished memories for both the children and organizers, leaving
a lasting impact.

Karnataka Rajyotsava Day was celebrated with great enthusiasm at each
tuition center on January 26th. Both students and teachers took part in the
festivities, featuring programs, activities, and patriotic songs that highlighted
Karnataka’s rich heritage. The event promoted unity, pride, and a deeper
appreciation for the state’s traditions and culture.

3. Sparsha - Campaign against Cancer

We are truly delighted that CNEWA has approved the cancer awareness
program, which commenced in July and will continue until the end of June
2025. The program is being implemented efficiently with the dedicated efforts
of six part-time animators and one coordinator, who are actively engaged in
spreading awareness and providing support. This program is conducted in the
following locations: Puradala, Haramaghatta, Arahatholalu, Umblebylu, and
Marasettihalli. The project is progressing well, making a meaningful impact
in the community. In January and February, several awareness initiatives
were conducted, including programs in schools and colleges to educate
students about cancer prevention. Special awareness sessions were also
organized for women’s and men’s groups, emphasizing early detection and
lifestyle changes. Additionally, activities like promoting kitchen gardening,
organizing blood donation drives, and conducting medical camps were
undertaken to enhance public health. While many cancer patients sought
financial assistance for treatment, only a few could be supported due to
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limited funds. As part of fundraising efforts, the animators successfully
collected Rs. 3,000 from the public.

On February 4th, in observance of World Cancer Day, celebrations were held
across multiple locations to raise awareness about cancer prevention, early
detection, and treatment. Various programs and activities were conducted
to educate the public on the importance of a healthy lifestyle and regular
screenings. Informative sessions, awareness rallies, and interactive discussions
were organized to engage community members and encourage proactive
health measures. The events aimed to spread knowledge, support cancer
patients, and inspire collective action against the disease. The celebrations
successfully brought together individuals, healthcare professionals, and
volunteers to strengthen the fight against cancer in each location.

4. Tuition Programs for Poor girls

This organization attempts to help disadvantaged girls acquire a decent
education. In communities, boys are encouraged to attend mainstream
schools, but female children are frequently denied this opportunity. At most,
they attend primary school. After school, they are expected to attend to
domestic activities and other responsibilities, leaving little time for personal
study. Thus, we intended to assist these teenage ladies through this program.
Almost 80 girls from poor households are picked in four villages, including
Bhadracolony, Gouligere Camp, Malligenahalli, and Sidlipura, and four
teachers are hired to provide three hours of tuition per day.

New Year celebrations were joyfully conducted at each tuition center during
the ongoing tuition program. The event brought together students and
teachers in a festive atmosphere, featuring fun-filled activities, games, and
interactive sessions. The celebrations fostered a sense of unity, motivation,
and enthusiasm among the students for the year ahead.

With immense excitement and delight, Christmas Day was celebrated at the
Malnad Social Service Society (MSSS) office for children on January 18,
202S. The special guests on the occasion were Rev. Sr. Liza Mattam and Mr.
Jose John Podipara; the Circle inspector who shared with the children of his
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various vivid experiences as circle inspector as well as an Ex. Army man. The
event was filled with exciting activities and performances, creating a vibrant
and festive atmosphere. The event featured energetic dance performances, fun-
filled activities, and enthusiastic participation. A highlight of the celebration
was the cake-cutting ceremony, where everyone came together to share the
joyous occasion. Gifts were distributed, bringing smiles and excitement to
the children, making the day even more special. The celebration fostered
warmth, togetherness, and the true spirit of Christmas, allowing the children
to experience happiness and love. They thoroughly enjoyed every moment,
expressing gratitude for the memorable event and cherishing the care and
joy shared on this special day.

The Karnataka Rajyotsava Day celebration was enthusiastically held at each
tuition center on January 26th. Students and teachers actively participated
in the festivities, which included programs, activities, and patriotic songs
honoring Karnataka’s rich heritage. The event fostered unity, pride, and
appreciation for the state’s culture and traditions.

S. Educational support to the HIV Infected and Affected children

This initiative strives to improve the quality of life and reduce vulnerability
for children living with HIV and AIDS by connecting them to educational
institutions and other essential social services, as well as coordinating
community responses. A new phase of this program started on 1st December
2024 which will continue for a year. Through this program, we provide
educational, physical, emotional, and medical support to children afflicted or
affected by HIV/AIDS. Out of the 130 children chosen for this project, 57
are infected, while 73 are afflicted and get care and assistance from MSSS.
Medical assistance is offered so that they can receive ART (anti-retroviral
therapy) from the district hospital. They also receive health education
and emotional support via home-based counseling. They are consistently
persuaded and inspired to further their education. It was discovered that
many children are unable to attend school owing to poor health, thus MSSS
began supplying Ration Kits to combat malnutrition. Aside from that, they
are provided with school books, backpacks, uniforms, and a partial subsidy
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to cover school expenditures like as transport and stationery. Over the
previous three years, these children have been organized into groups, with
regular bimonthly gatherings and motivational events scheduled. The first
distribution of this new phase was done on 21st of December 2024. There
are many children, both infected and afflicted by HIV, who require assistance
and care in a variety of ways, but owing to funding constraints, we were
only able to select 130 youngsters. We gratefully acknowledge that we are
doing this project with the support of CNEWA.

6. Financial support for Treatment/ self-employment

Every month we get a few applications for financial support for treatment.
In the month of January, an application came from Induvally and financial
support was given for treatment. In the month of February 2025, one
person from Shimoga parish, one person from Muthinikoppa parish, one
person from Bommanakatte - Tent-home, one SHG member at Shimoga
were given financial support for treatment. In addition to this, a parishioner
from Gorigandi was given financial support as self-employment scheme to
buy a grinding machine for his flour mill.

7. Palliative Care Center at Umblebylu

With heartfelt gratitude, we acknowledge the efforts of our beloved Bishop
in initiating the establishment of a new Palliative Care Center in Umblebylu.
This compassionate endeavor aims to provide quality care and comfort to
patients in need. We deeply appreciate the collaboration of Frs. Jose Chacko
and Tomy Kariyilakulam, whose dedication has been instrumental in making
this project a reality.

We are indeed happy to share the news that modification of the existing
building into eight individual patient rooms was completed and the formal
inauguration of the center was done on 26th February. We were delighted to
have the presence of Fr. Jose Chacko and Mrs. Merlin from USA who were
instrumental in fund raising in collaboration with Global Action coalition.
The blessing of the center was officiated by our beloved bishop Mar Joseph
Arumachadath. This was followed by a simple function in which Fr. Tomy
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Kariyilakulam — the health commission secretary, the panchayat president
of Umblebylu, Pastoral council Secretary, Fathers and sisters from different
parishes. We were honored to have the supportive presence of trustees
and parish council members from various parishes as well as neighbors of
Umblebylu. Since a little more work is to be completed, the actual opening
of the center is scheduled to be on 21st of April; immediately after Easter.
We wholeheartedly thank all of them who have supported in different ways
for the execution of this project. Let us sincerely continue to pray for the
successful of this noble initiative of our diocese.

Conclusion

The social work initiatives of the Bhadravathi Diocese are making a meaningful
impact at various levels through its various projects. Apart from the regular
activities; many individuals are receiving treatment, while many more await
assistance. Let us continue working together to alleviate people’s suffering.
The unwavering support of the governing body, led by our Bishop, along
with the dedication of the office and field staff, is truly commendable. Their
commitment to these projects is deeply appreciated. On behalf of the GB
MSSS and ASWS members, I extend my heartfelt gratitude to everyone
involved in our social work activities. Together, we can create a better world.
